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Academic excellence at Our Lady of the Snows continues to be
an area of great success. Our school exam results were
significantly higher than the province in every measure. Our
Grade 6 PAT excellence rate was 34.7% higher than the
province and our Diploma Excellence rate was 21.6% above the
province.

Our community recognizes the high quality of education at
OLS. 93.5% of our student, staff, and parent community
expressed satisfaction with the quality of education students
receive at Our Lady of the Snows.

Supports and services are readily available to our students.
91.7% of our parents identified that there are appropriate
supports and services available to students, and that they can
get the help they need at school when they are struggling with
their school work and other challenges. This is an increase of
nearly 10% from previous years.

Student engagement is an area for growth in the 2024-2025
school year. OLS saw a decrease in student engagement results
last year. We are addressing this through targeted professional
development with our staff to boost engagement through a
variety of meaningful assessment strategies and curricular
activities with the new elementary curricula.
